period July through December 2017. The Foundation has continued to grow its many animal 
welfare initiatives encompassing community outreach, field hospitals, rescue and adoption, spay 
and neuter and education.  We have especially focussed on building our Animal Pride spay and 
neuter programme as this will drive the long term benefit of reduced stray and homeless animals 
to an eventual elimination. A HOME FOR EVERY STRAY, A NATION WITHOUT STRAYS.  

 

Important to this initiative was developing a relationship with the Humane Society International. 
Animals 360 Foundation Inc. appreciates the Humane Society International for their support in 
furthering the ŦƻǳƴŘŀǘƛƻƴΩǎ low cost spay and neuter programme in Trinidad and Tobago. This 
programme, developed and managed by Animals 360 reaches out to the communities 
nationwide to spay and neuter stray, homeless and rescued animals and animals cared for by the 
less privileged.   

 

For the period under review 14 communities were visited for different levels of activity. These

cases for the under privileged who were logistically impaired or simply could not afford to visit a 
veterinarian.  In total 18 campaigns were facilitated for the period July through December 
resulting in 181 spay / neuter surgeries.  This brings to a total 402 cats and dogs sterilized for 
2017 and 550 since inception of the programme in 2016.  There can be no doubt as to the benefit 
that this has on reducing the number of stray and homeless animals roaming our communities 
and by extension the suffering that our stray and homeless animals are subjected to. 

 

We welcomed Dr. Yashni Jessica Ramkhalawan and Dr. Sarah Kalicharan who joined our effort in 
the second half of 2017 and  facilitated many spay / neuter exercises in the southern communities 
from Rio Claro to Rousillac.  Together with Dr. Deonanan and his team and Dr. Gajadhar, they 
overcame many challenges going beyond the call of duty to ensure that the animals were trapped 
(where necessary), cared for professionally pre and post surgery and returned happier and 
healthier to their protectors.  The cases included cats from a protected feral colony, feral cats in 
the wild, stray and homeless dogs roaming the communites and cared for by the less priveleged 
and puppies born homeless. The one thing in common that all these animals had was the 
compassionate humans that were looking out for them and caring for them and the veternarians 
that provided high quality professional care.   To those compassionate individuals we say thank 
you.  
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During the second half of the year the Foundation responded to many calls in the Cunupia, 
Longdenville area for assistance to spay stray, homeless and rescued cats and dogs.  
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In October the community of Pablito Trace, Rousillac was visited to spay all female companion 
animals in the Trace.  13 female dogs and 2 female cats  were spayed.

Tableland to address the needs of citizens in the area.  6 female dogs, 5 male dogs, 7 female cats 
and 2 male cats were spayed / neutered. 
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Also in November Six cats (2 female, 4 male) were spayed neutered for a needy case in Location 
Road, West Barrackpore.  This was a follow-up to a previous visit to the same location where we 
had  spayed / neutered 19 cats.   

 

  

         
  

During the period 26th November ς 10th December the Foundation worked in the communities 
of Cuchawan Trace, Debe and Rousilac.  Drs. Deonanan and Ramkhalawan addressed the needs 
of the community of Cuchawan Trace while Dr. Kalicharan assisted a protected cat colony in 
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Rousillac.  In all, this exercise spayed neutered 46 animals (2 female dogs / 3 male dogs / 25 
female cats / 16 male cats).
